NEW DELHE: In yet another push
to expedite the clean-up of the

All India Council of Technical .

Education (AICTE), all offi-
cers on deputation at the coun-
cil will be transferred to their
parent cadres or departments.

The AICTE is in charge of
approving private institutes
intechnical and business edu-
cation.

A majority of AICTE staff,
including regional directors
and bureau heads, are on dep-
utation or on contract from
various government depart-
ments, the University Grants
Commission and academic

. institutions.

“There has been a lot of
bungling, and complaints about
corruption have come in con-
stantly. So the ministry has
decided to bring new pecple
into the system,” said a Human
Resource Development (HRD)

ministry scurce who didn't -

want to be named. “Almost all
the staff will be sent back to
their parent departments,” the
source added.

At least 40 officers, includ-
ing academicians, will be affect-
ed. Notably, regional officer
Sriom Dalal, against whom a
bribery case was registered
by the Central Burean of
Investigation (CBI), was on
deputation from Haryana,

HRD Minister Kapil Sibal
said the CBI was yet to sub-
mit its report on corrupt offi-
cials in the council.

“The CBlis an independent
investigating body and is doing
its job. As for action to be taken
by the ministry, we will have

to wait and watch,” said Sibal. .

The government is likely to -

remove Yadav from the chair-
man's post once the CBI files
a charge sheet against him.

UNDER fire for its “obscene and unscientific”
references in the chargesheet in the Sister Ab-
haya murder case, the CBIwasssilent todaybut
senior officials, sources said, went into a huddle
inThinvananthapuram to scrutinise ali related
case files, note-sheets and medical reports from
the agency’s Kochi office. The chargesheet was
filed in a Kochi court lastweek. .

The Indian Express reported today how
the agency, to dispute accused Sister Sephy’s
claim that she is a virgin, got her medical ex-
amination done,

- The CBI claimed that she had a surgery to

conceal evidence of rupture of hymen due to
frequent “vaginal sexual intercourse” and that
“her pendulous breasts were suggestive of vig-
orous fondling during sexual intercourse.”

CBI officials claim that these remarks are
based on the “language used by the team of
two doctors” after Sephy’s test at the T D
Medical College, Alapuzha, and that these
weren't the words used by agency officials.

But there’s no such attribution in the
chargesheet. Officials also claim that the
chargesheet wasn’t cleared by the top brass of
the agency in New Dethi but finalised at the
state level.

Rajya Sabha MP and senior CPM leader
Brinda Karat today sent a letter to Prime Min-
ister Manmohan Singh expressing outrage at
the CBI’s “vulgar” and “objectionable” lan-
guage and demanded disciplinary and criminal
action against the officers concerned.

Referring to The Indian Express report,
Karat said: “It’s an affront to the dignity of
womer, it is insulting to the woman concerned
and also reflects a perverted mentality. The
language used in the chargesheet against a fe-
male accused invites criminal action against
the officials concerned under laws pertaining to
protection of a woman’s dignity, against ha-
rassment as also against obscenity.” .

Karat,a CPM Politburo member, urged th

. Prime Minister to.enquire into the matter and

“ensure disciplinary action and prosecution
under the relevant section of the laws against
the officers concerned.”

“I'support all efforts tobring the guilty per-
sons to book and bring justice to the murdered
nun. While holding no quarter for the ac-
cused, I request you to send a strong message
to all investigative agencies that minimum
standards of respect to the dignity of women
will be protected. If the premier investigative
agency of the country can use such objection-
able language, what can women expect from
local investigation officers?” she said.

When the CBI is not speaking for its master,
this is what it's capable of saying

S a rule,” says Sherlock
A Holmes, “the more bizarrea

thing is the less mysterious
it proves to be.” What to make of the
Central Bureau of Investigation’s
chargesheet in the Sister Abhaya
murder case? In 1992, Sister Abhaya
was found dead in her convent in
Kottayam, and the CBI was

entrusted with solving the case, It -

alleges that two priests were having
an affair with Sister Sephy, a nun
from the same convent, and the
three were caught by Sister Abhaya.
She was, they say, murdered to
ensure her silence, But this is what

the CBI argues, in its July 2009

chargesheet, is rock-solid proof of
Sister Sephy’s involvement: her
anatomy — descriptions of her
breasts, to be exact. Crude, ignorant,
bizarre? That is India’s premier
investigation agency for you. The
sexist, out-of-the-line slurs against a
woman still inmocent under the law

(and even if guilty, entitled to her

dignity) are despicable and must be
quickly retracted. It is shocking that
India’s supposedly best sleuths are
captive to a regressive notion of
modesty that so casually lists such

“indications™ of sexual behaviour,

" and then automatically offers them

as proof of unlawful acts.

But as Holmes points out, such
bizarre sexism, bad science and
perversions might have a “less mys-
terious” explanation: sheer incom-
petence. And it’s not just the

“ineptitude of the CBI officer who

prepared the chargesheet '(who
besides being reprimanded, must
alsc be pulled up for slander). It's
also systemic bungling. Which
superior officer cleared this lang-
uage? And if there was no oversight,
then why not? The CBI has long
been accused of political machina-
tions. This newspaper has detailed
the double-speak of the CBI, while
listening carefully to its master’s
voice. But the CBI's work so far in
the Sister Abhaya case shows that,
even thinking for itself, these are
the ideas it comes up with!

Tempting as it is to dismiss the
language of the chargesheet as the
one-off delusions of a perverse
mind, the problem seems to be more
systernic. It is hoped that the CBI
occasionally listens to what it ends
up saying, and asks why.

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Electrician helps ACB nab
railway cop taking bribe

Being poor did not deter an honest
petty electrician to fight corruption
and nail the guilty. Helpless with
constant harassment by a inspector
with the Railway Protection Force
{RPF), who demanded bribe and
threatened him, the complainant
(name withheld for security reason)
approached the Anti-Corruption
Bureau (ACB) of the Central Bu-
reau of Investigation (CBI) and
pieaded for help.

CBI slenths promptly acted and
1aid a trap and arrested AK Roy on
Wednesday. He was booked under
section of demanding money ille-
gally of the Prevention of Corrup-
tion Act and would be produced in
court on Thursday:

“It all began in June, after the
complainant, in a bid to expand his
business, had pasted stickers on

The poster
caught Roy’s eve, who
sniffed an opportunity
to extort money ;

tails and address printed on it,” said
Pravin Salunkhe, superintendent of
police, ACB, CBL

The poster caught Roy's eye, who
sniffed an opportunity to extort
money from the electrician. He
promptly called up the complainant
and asked him to come to his office
in Mumbai Central Terminus.

Roy threatened him and said that

he would have to pay a fine of
Rs2lakh as he had not sought per-
missivn from the Railways to post
his advertisements. Rattled by the
fine amount, the complainant, cit-
ing his poor financial condition,
said he could not cough up so much
money. After bargaining, Roy de-
manded a bribe of Rs50,000 to hush
up the matter.

When the complainant failed to
pay up, Roy allegedly caught him by
the collar and locked himup ina
room and forcibly confined him. A
day later, he was released and set-
tled for a bribe of Rs10,000. “The
complainant finally coughed up a
sumn of Rs1,000 on July 20,” said
Salunkhe, Still insisting for the re-
maining amount, Roy told him that
he could pay an instalment of
Rs3.000 every month.

On Wednesday, the ACB laid a
trap and Roy was cornered while he
was accepting the money.
