KPMG is doing a forensic
study on how the scam was
perpetrated over the years,
The SEC team, which con-
ducted a preliminary probe
in Febrtiary 2009 soon after
the scam broke out, had
sought the permission from
the Union Government and
the CBI to carry out its own
investigation into the issue,
Mr Ashwani Kumar, who
reviewed the CBI's probe in-
to the scam, went to the Sa-
tyam campus along with his
colleagues in the Multi-Dis-
cliplinary .

Cong ultimatum to Maya

Wants CBI probe into arson at Rita Bahuguna’s Lucknow house

Lucknow, Juwy 25

A public function to felicitate the
newly elected Congress MPs from
the state became an occasion to hit
out at the Mayawati government and
reiterate the party’s demand for a CBI
inquiry into the burning down of the
UPCC presi Rita Bahuguan
Joshi’s house.

“We have issued an ultimatum to
the Mayawati government that if it
does not order a CBI probe by July
31, the party would take to the streets
by launching a *‘jail bharo’ campaign
from August 1”, declared AICC gen-
eral secretary and UP in-charge
Digvijay Singh here today.

Amidst cries of “shame shame”,
Singh alleged that the arson and fire
was a state-sponsored attack by the
BSP workers under police protection

at the behest of the chief minister.

Addressing upbeat workers and
office-bearers, Singh told them that
there was no scope to reston one’s lau-
rels. “The challenge on which we have
to focus is the 14 assembly and one Lok
Sabha bypoll and then the 2012 assem-
bly elections through which the Con-
gress has to retum to power.”

He also urged the five central minis-
ters from the state to not just focus on

" their ministries but take time out to

extensively travel across the state listen-
ing to public grievances and monitor if
the benefit of the central government
schemes were reaching the end user.
Senior party leaders and MPs called
for a decisive battle against the
Mayawati government and asked
party workers to pull up their socks
and be prepared to face hardships and
harassment from the ruling party.
UPCC president Rita Bahuguna
Joshi said the unprecedented victory

of the Congress in the Lok Sabha
elections had proved that the days of
caste and regional politics were over.
“Itis the success of the leadership of
Dr Manmohan Singh, Sonia Gandhi
and Rahul Gandhi. Now people
demand development and look for
action and not just soothing words”.

Reiterating her charge of the
Mayawati government diverting cen-
tral funds, she said she was waiting
for the while paper promised by the
CM on the issue.

Congress legislature party leader
Pramod Tiwari demanded more pow-
ers for the elected Congress MLAs in
the state to monitor the alleged misuse
of central funds.

According to him, the recent Lok

‘Sabha elections had shown that

Mayawati had lost the mandate of the
people and therefore should seck a
fresh mandate.

Other newly elected MPs including

central minister Salman Khusshid,
Sri Prakash Jaiswal, liten Prasada
and Pradeep Jain ‘Aditya’ spoke of
their personal victories as the triumph
of the common Congress worker
whom they urged to be ready for the
battle ahead. -

The MPs pledged to free the peo-
ple from the tyranny of the BSP gov-
ernment but insisted that they would
use only democratic means to get the
BSP out of power. -

Earlier, Digvijay Singh, along with
two central ministers visited the burnt
house of the UPCC president where
Bahuguna Joshi showed them the
remnants of the attack.

Around 15 of the 21 newly elect-
ed Congress MPs attended the’
felicitation function where they
were honoured with a citation and
a shawl. Former UPCC presidents
were also among those honored on
the occasion. o

1t was for the first time that such
